Planning a PCS or move? Here’s a quick guide to help you stay on track:
Written notice required: All notices must be submitted in writing. Verbal notice is not accepted.
30-day minimum notice: Submit at least 30 days prior to your move-out. You may give notice up
to 90 days in advance. 
Orders: Active-duty residents can submit notice before receiving orders, but orders must be
provided by the final inspection.
Avoid extra rent: Providing the full 30-day notice helps prevent paying rent after you’ve moved out.
Choose your date carefully: Select the latest possible move-out date—you may be able to move
earlier, but extensions are unlikely once your home is pre-leased.
Scheduling: Inspection appointments are first-come, first-served. End-of-month dates fill quickly.
